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WRHA Advanced Wound Care Scholarship 2021
This scholarship has been made available to enable health care professionals to seek continuing education that will prepare them to work as an advanced wound care clinician. The scholarship is available annually to health care professionals who are employed within the Winnipeg Regional Health Authority who would like to pursue or who have successfully completed (within the calendar year) one of the recognized advanced wound care programs such as the International Interprofessional Wound Care Course (IIWCC-CAN), MacEwan University Wound Management Post-Diploma Certificate, or the Wound, Ostomy and Continence Education Program (WOC-EP). Preference will be given to those for whom wound care is a current work responsibility. The scholarship will sponsor up to 2 individuals to attend a recognized wound care program up to a maximum of $3500.00. Funds awarded may be applied to cover tuition expenses.

**Note: Travel outside of MB is not permitted for scholarship course work.  The wound care program is required to be offered via a virtual platform. Please consider this when selecting your education program.

3. A reference letter from a direct supervisor.
4. A list of continuing education related to wound care that you have completed in the past 5 years.
APPLICANTS OBLIGATIONS
1. Complete application form, including CV.
2. Reference letter from a direct supervisor.  The letter should outline the work relationship with the applicant, knowledge of the applicant’s interest, skills, and goals related to wound care. 
3. Submit confirmation of registration in the program (completed after successful applicant chosen).
4. Complete a "Return of Service Agreement" (completed after successful applicant chosen).
