On March 9, 2016, during the international Semaine de la francophonie, WRHA French Language Services presented Joyce Plante (Public Health Nurse, St. Vital) with the 2016 FLS Champion Award.  Joyce’s first language is not French, and she is not in a designated bilingual position, but that does not stop her from enthusiastically using her French with her clients.  She often changes her days off to provide extra capacity for French school clinics and to be available for clients who are most comfortable receiving their care in French.  53 employees from across the Winnipeg Health Region were nominated for the new biannual award.
