HOW TO SET UP YOUR TUTORING
1. You have the choice between St. Boniface University and Alliance française*.

2.  Tell them you are a participant in the WRHA French Language Services tutoring program.

3. Tell them which days/hours, etc. work best with your schedule.  As well as if you want to pursue your tutoring at your office, at another location to be decided upon between you and the tutor, or on premises at the University or Alliance.  (Please note, once you have chosen off or on-premises location, you must stick with it because it affects the program cost.)

4. The contact person at the University or Alliance will confirm a tutor who can accommodate your schedule and provide you with their contact information so you can get started.

5. You have a maximum of 7 tutoring sessions of 1.5 hours each.  (Total 10.5 hours).  These hours must be taken within the first three months of your employment.

6. Please respect the tutor’s time.  Show up on time and provide a minimum of 24 hours advance notice if you have to miss a session.

7. Please review the Tutoring Information Sheet your manager has provided for more information about the expectations of tutoring.

*Alliance française includes a one-year free membership with your tutoring.  This includes the following: Invitations to lectures, discussion and presentations by personalities (authors, journalists, artists, scientists, etc.) from France; Invitations to special events and galas; Opportunity to participate in Movie Nights; Access to their library and Invitation to participate in a Book Club.
